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The TuWezeshe Akina Dada (a Swahili term for empowering our sisters) Fellowship is a bespoke feminist leadership programme for black and minority ethnic (BME) young women  to inspire and unlock their full potential to champion social and political activism on violence against women and girls (VAWG). 
This six- months fellowship provides practical feminist leadership skills, building key competencies, networking and mentoring opportunities. We also provide subgrants to undertake social action projects.  The training covers five core modules; understanding myself, my agency and my power; unpacking patriarchy and feminism; understanding human rights, VAWG and the role of transformative leadership in social change activism.
Who can apply?  BME young women living in London aged 18-30 years who is passionate about ending violence against women and willing to participate in all aspects of the fellowship and prepared to commit for 6 months for the fellowship programme. Completed application forms should be submitted by Sunday 16thJanuary 2022 to Forward@forwarduk.org.uk . Kindly note that no CVs will be accepted. 
The TuWezeshe Akina Dada Fellowship Programme is led by FORWARD, an African women- led organisation tackling multiple forms of VAWG in partnership with Home Girls Unite, a support group for eldest migrant daughters. This training is part funded by MOPAC VAWG Fund, Ealing Council and Act for Change.
